Most of the books were passed in
although many books were lost and some only half sold.

Next step was to take apart all the raffle bocks and fold the
tickets, for the drawing of the raffle. The raffle was drawn by
Mrs Bowen on Thursday, August 24th during our Ilunch hour.

The raffles were finished, and the total of money collected
was about §2,300 which was terrific news. Although many students
did not sell twenty tickets, the amount not sold in each of their
books was paid for, cut of their own pockets, which was fair to
everyone. We also sent "thank you" letters to parents and companies.

Doing all this work we learnt how to organize raffles, talk in
front of a class, meetin% new people and handle large sums of money.

JOR EXPERIENCE - UNDERDALE HIGH SCHOOL

Once again, Year Eleven Commercial course students spent at
least one week at the end of second term in the offices of
Iocal and city fims, doing office work and finding out about
business procedures.

This is about the seventh year in which we have been able to
send out our girls, and for the last two years, strudents from
the Intensive Commercial (one year) course at Year Eleven
level, have joined the two year course girls.

Originally, the local Rotarians helped us to organise this
scheme, but during the past three years, we have continued
the plan without their help, but with their blessing.

Students make their initial contact with the firm by ringing
during the week previcus to their Job Experience, to ask the
person to whom they are to report, at what time they are expected
to report on the Monday a.m. and any other details they need
to know. On the Monday morning, commercial staff ring all
the firms to find out whether the student has arrived safely,
and to check that all is well.

On Thursday and Friday of that week which is the lasl week in
second term, commercial staff divide the firmg amongst themselves,
and make personal calls on each firm. This has enabled us to
establich a good rapport with the individual people who lock after
our students some of whom have been doing this for as many years
as we have had the scheme. It is especially pleasing to note
the good relationships that we have developed during the years,
and the interest and friendship which the students experience;
this impressed them so much that is it always one of the first
things they mention when reporting back to us.

For several years it has been our practice to hold a function
about a month into third term, when representatives of the firms
are invited tc an afternoon tea in the school library; where students
have prepared a sumptuous repast by way of thanking these
businessmen for thelir time and effort; the Principal usually joins
the students in a short vote of thanks on these occasions.
Last year we enlarged our proceedings somewhat and arranged a whole
day seminar, where former students reported to present students, and
Year Eleven students told the Year Ten students what to look
forward to. We had speakers from the Job Experience firms, whose
comments were so thought provoking and to the point, that the
Library staff who sat in on the proceedings felt that all of
our students should have been able to hear these remarks.




We have realised that by holding an afternoon function, we are
breaking up valuable afternoon hours for the businessmen, so
that this year, we plan to have a simple coffee, sandwich and cake
luncheon, to which our businessmen will be Invited; this will
finalise a morning of reporting, speakers and demonstrations,
dealing with matters relevant to the school leaver.

Job Experience firms send a written report to us, which is
vsually 'good enough for the student to use a reference,
and firms themselves often voluntarily provide such a document
on their Ietterhead for students. Students write a formal
written report when they return to school in the third term,
and from their comments, plus their increased confidence in their
ability, it is evident that they realise the value of this
exercise in practical education.

Quite often, our students have gained valuable posts with
the firms with whom they have done Job Experience, and even
if a firm has not a vacancy at the time of the scheme, they often
ring us up later in the year to offer that, or another student
a position. It has been to our satisfaction that this has
occurred even in years when business has been very slow
and the employment situation rather frightening, especially to
those young people whom we teach. Again, we have been aware
that by the time the new school year commences, with very
few exceptions, our students from the previous Year Eleven
commercial classes have all found jobs during the Christmas
break; indeed we have had staff whose business friends
have tried to offer our students jobs, and we have been unable
to satisfy their need.

At present, at the end of September, we have eight Year Eleven
Commercial (two year) course girls, and seven Intensive commercial
(one year) students, all of whom have found jobs.

Of the remaining students, most have applied for, and been
interviewed by, Public Service departments, banks

and insurance companies, and we wish them well in their
guest for a job.

Qur sincere thanks go to the firms who unfailingly give our
students this invaluable service year after year.
