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FROM THE PRINCIPAL

Secondary schools have changed markedly over the last decade and

Underdale High School is no exception,. We are required to provide a
diversity of programmes to meet the educational needs of a wider range

of student abilities and expectations than ever before, Students are

staying at school longer and employment opportunities are changing.

This need for change continues un-abated and it is interesting to reflect

on some of the changes in 1981.

First, it must be clearly understood that the top priorities of our school
are the teaching of basic skills of literacy and numeracy at the lower

levels and a demanding, disciplined programme leading to Matriculatiom in

the upper school. However, schools have never offered the choice and
diversity in the programming available today. What have been the signifi-
cant developments in 19817

At Year 11, courses of study, of one term in length, in Govermment, Physical
Education & Health and Career Awareness were introduced, The Motor Main-
tenance Course was made available for all students irrespective of whether
they were in the academic or vocational programme.

Intensive Commercial courses continued to appeal with their strong Work
Experience programme assisting students in the development of personal and
job skills, and the added advantage of many participating students being
offered permanent jobs with the firms to which they were placed. For the first
time students were taught 'word-processing' skills and had the experience of
full-time class instruction on electric typewriters. Both of these devel-
opments were possible by A.C.A.E. allowing the school to use their equipment
and facilities,

I am very pleased that next year an Intensive Technical Studies Course will be
available, In this programme, in which classes will begin at 7.30 a.m.,
students will concentrate on a wide range of practical skills to help them

to take advantage of job opportunities in the trade and technical fields.
Also in the upper school we have expanded the Work Experience programme with
the majority of Year 1l students now participating. This experience aims

to improve student awareness of career opportunities and assist in their social
and personal development. :

At Year 8, Greek Studies and Outdoor Education as a significant activity were
introduced. Both of these programmes will be expanded in Year 9 in 1982,
Also at this level, a joint programme in Physical Education, using the ,
College's magnificent gymnasium, and supported by their staff and students,
was initiated,

Mathematics and English courses have been reviewed to ensure that students
work to the limit of their ability whether they are in an Advanced or Basic
course.

As well as the study experiences, and most important in the all-round
development of young people, is the school sport programme. Our inter-school
sport programme continues to expand with over 40 teams participating.

We are now one of the leaders in School Sport and many of our teams, including
the "A' Softball who are State Champions, were very successful. In addition,
our main aim of maximum participation by students was achieved,.

These are some of the significant developments in 1981 and there are others
which space does not allow me to recoxrd. I must emphasize that these pro-
grammes would have not been possible without the stromng support of the School
Council, the Sports Council, the P. & F., a co-operative student body, and .
above all a loyal and hard-working staff.

Finally I would like to pay tribute to Mrs. Begg for the production of the
outstanding School Magazines in the last few years. Without her patience,
persistence and dedication to this most demanding task, this high standard
would not have been possible.

{which consisted of Metalwork, Wood-
work, Leatherwork, Concrete and Shoe
repairing), Maths, 10th Year Plays,
and History,

When Mr Jdckson came to Underdale
High School he was already a Deputy
Principal, He said that he really
liked to teach but he also wanted

to be someone more important. Since

he has been at Underdale he has
noticed several changes to the
school .

Mr Jackson stated that he enjoyed
trying to help students with their
problems.

he has been here, He says that

the troublesome students are now
noticed right from Year 8 and not
later on in their high school years
as before. Mr. Jackson also stated
that he disliked caning students,
and only does it as a last resort
when everything else has failed.

He cones them across the hand as

it hurts more and is more convenient,

Mr, Jackson has had many happy mo-
ments while being here with us ot
Underdale, He very much enjoys see~
ing cll the students competing
against each other in a variety.of
different activities on the Annual
Sports Day. He is also pleased when
students achieve good results in
their work and are able to.get o good
job when they leave school.

Being around his grandchildren. alse
gives Mr Jackson much pleasure. He
is a very happy man, He has contri--
buted 8 years of good hard work to
Underdale and has helped many stu-
dents through their problems,

Sturt had four children, three boys and one girl. Charlotte ‘
Eyre Sturt, the girl, was the only child to be born at the
cottage. Her room was guite small and was wall-papered. It
had a bed and basic furniture. She died in 1927 at the age
of 83, as a spinster in England. On the wall is a self-
portrait of her when she was ten years old. Sturt's three
boys were Napier Charles Sturt, Charles Sturt and Evelyn
Gawler Sturt. There are coloured thotographs of them on the
study wall. Also in this room is a Union Jack, a chess-
board, a filing cabinet, brass lamp and a bible. These
items were the ones he took on his expeditions. '

The main bedroom had a big bed, a cot, a wash-stand and was
fairly big. 1In the dining room there was a big table with
six dining chairs, a sideboard, a big grandfather clock, a
chandelier, a wine cooler, entree dish and a piano. Directly
opposite the dining room was a sitting room, It had a maho-
gany bookcase, workbox, lacquer cabinet, fireplace, drawing
room chairs and footstcol. There were portraits of Napier,
and Lady Augusta Sturt., 1In the tea room was a Union Jack
that had been carried by Sturt on the Northern Expedition, a
fragment of boat, a bracelet, telescope, sword, diary, quill
pen, compass, letters, a paint box and a picture of a Family.
Tree. In 1858 the Sturt family left the cottage to go back
to England.

The restoration of the house took six vears and cost $60 000.

It was owned by the man next door who dgrew tomatoes for thirty
years until it was decided to restore the cottage.

WORK' EXPERIENCE AT A BAKERY!

The work experience which I did was at the Golden West Bakery,
where for a few nights I was a baker. This work experience
was a surprisez for me because I found out that we had to put
three choices of jobs which we would like to do. Then the
forms went back to Mrs White and she tried to f£ind us our
choices. A few days later, Mrs White came up to me and told
me that she couldn't get me my first choice. but got me my
second one of a baker, Then, with a large smirk on her face,
she told me that I would be working from 9 o'clock at night to
2 o'clock in the morning. I smiled and walked away.

The daily routine of a bakery involved, first of all, arriving
at work and ringing a bell so that the baker could let me in.
I would walk in and go the locker room and hang up my coat.
Next I would walk into the main part of the bakery and would
help the baker make the rolls. After finishing off the rolls,
I would help make the loaves, the round bread, frenchsticks
and other breads,

The problems experienced with the job concerned was the baker

I had to work under, He had the habit of talking under his
breath, of talking with a smcke in his mouth or even a razor
blade, which he used for cutting the bread. This wasn't very
good because when he told me to do something I could never hear
him very well. The other problem which I had was keeping up
with the conveyor belt which carried the bread which I had to
take out and put into tins.

WORK' EXPERTENCE v A DELICATESSEN

For my work experience, I worked with my dad in his Delicotessen
which is in Thebarton, The deli is open 12 hours a day, from
7.00 a.m, to 7.00 p.m.

In the morning, we get people who come in and buy cckes, milk,
and coffee., These are mostly factory workers who work nearby.
When it is 12 o'clock, the neorby factories (John Drings and
Coca-Cola) have their lunch break and before we know it, the
deli is full of starving workers, ond there are only two or three
people serving. Sometimes we get someone with a large order
which occupies all of us and leaves so many others waiting.

Between two and three, when everyone has left and gone back to
work, we hardly get any customers unless it is someone just
passing through who needs some bread or milk or smokes.

At three, the newspapers (NEWS) are delivered ond thre is a
customer coming in every five seconds for a paper, and again
at 4, people returning from work come and buy bread and milk.

/%%We also get school kids coming in and buying chewing gum, sweets

and cakes.,

At 5.30 p.m. after the supermarkets have closed, many people

have forgotten certain things, so they come in and buy things
like ham, cheese and other smallgoods, This goes on until p
cbout é. After that, everything dies down and not many people £/#Fa

come in. £

At seven, I pack up all the signs ond bring them in, count out * &4
the money and lock up the doors. My dad then mops the floor and

by that time all is done, and it is 7,30 p.m, If there are any
empty freezers, I have to fill them up with the drinks that have
sold,

This is usual eQery day, except for Sathrdoy when we open 10 hours
and there is no lunch time rush. On Sundays, I work at the deli
by myself because the rest of the family goes to church.

Every Monday at 6 a.m. my dad ond 1 go to the warehouse which is
only about two minutes drive from the shop. I don't really love
working in the deli because it is boring and the hours are.long,
but it is not bad because there are not many jobs where you can

lie down, watch T.V. and eat while you work.

1 managed tc get my job at the Department of Community Welfare due
to the fact that I 'wonted to do some work that would be beneficial
to other people who needed help, In this job,.the people who come
in need the help that is being offered to them. They come in with
a variety of problems and there are many people capable of handling
them, The help available varies from plain social work through to
Family Day Care for people who need to work to support themselves.
I shouldn't say plain social work as this section of work covers
many different fields of problems, from runaway children, shop-
lifting ond truancy through to absconding and arson. It is a
very interesting job that requims the full attention of a person
and their understanding.

This is.often one of the basics that you are assessed on, the fact
that you are able to understand their problems and counsel them,
One thing.that you are not allowed to do, or not supposed to do,
is get involved. This could impair your judgement and then you
cannot fully reclise and complete your work,

While I was there, I learnt that all people have their own problems,
not only the poor but also those people high in society can have
their problems as well. Many of these people are too ashamed to
bring them out into the open and tell somebody ond seek guidance,

so they can (and do) go unnoticed, increasing in size and diffi-
culty,

I learnt while I was there that it is a hard job, but you have your
rewards when you see somebody you've helped achieve something. For
other §.5.C, students to go there, or into this field of work, I
would suggest that they have several abilities. One of these is
that they are capable of keeping confidential information to them-

selves, and the other one is that they are able to understand the

problems placed in front of them and be able to help the people
concerned,  If other students did go there, it is o suggestion that
two weeks be made available as one week is not long enough for peo-
ple to really get into the work., Also, that more than one person
goes there, as with two people there, it is possible to cover twice
as much work and experience twice as much.
