T was lucky enough to
get one nf these fairly rare jobs — and T have heen at Underdale High since
the begtnning of the school fear.

If you ssk Germens sbour their knowledge of Australia this may be what first
comes to their minds: the kangaroos ond the cute koales, the grest desert
plains plus the Ayers Rock, the Reef, the oyster-like skyline of the Sydnay
Opera House With his smash hit "Crocedile Dundee”, Paul Hogan has
elso contributed to the image of Australis snd her "natives': “G'Day mate!
Quer ya goin'?

On oy arrivel here in Adelaide 1 was in for twa shocks, the first being the
dramarie change in elimate. From a cold, wet, nasty midwinter I was thrown
into the blistering heat of the South Australian summer, and e brilliant red
nose showed thar my poor skin was not quite ready to teke the challenge.

The second shock came when I tried to coomunicate with some of the loculs.

| knew that Aussie English was different from the English spoken in "Pommie—
1and", but aftet long years of English at school snd uni I had sxpected to
find communication with the true blue Aussiss easier, Hardly anyone - that
WAS :r; first impression - buthered te open their mouths, unclench their teeth
and articulate the words dietinctly. Instead, Australisn English presented
itself as 8 constani mumble. Wos 1t becouse of thuse really annoying
creepy-crewly flies that Aussies would not open their mouths wide enough?

In that case they had all my sympachy.

Since thuse days of sometimes rotal confusion I heve managed e ressonably
good understanding of the Austrulian "slangusge”, and 1 rust may that T have
become quite endeored to a lot of expressions like: “C'ley, mate!" and "No
worries!", "Take it easy!" or "Oh, that's yuk!" and all rhese abbreviations

Apart from the leng hours {in the Ffirat four weeks or so I felt like leaving
around 1 o'clock = ur like falling ssleep), . had te get used tc che ldea
that a foreign language is not e compulsory subject st Australian schools.

I have come across so many students who do not want zo learn mnother language,
let alone German, obviously becouse they do not see the purpose of it. In
Cermany (and all avar Europe) ths eituacion fig quite different since mt leest
one language (English) iz compulsory, no metter what Lype of school you
attend. Ho=t kids take up a second foreign language, say French, Spanish

vt Russian, Evervbody needs @ basic knowledge of English to gel a good job,
and if Germans travel ro other countries {(and they do thet to A great axtent)
they can put their skills to uge, very unlike the Australians vhose sother
tongue takes them (almost) everywhere. 5till, I think it would be good if
more of you could reelise the benefits of being able Lo speak & toreign
language. After all, if I had not laarnt English, 1 would be at A total
loss here in Oz.

All in all, I have spent B very happy yvear at Underdale High and in South
Australia in gemeral and I will return to Germany with bage Full of memerics.
I have sesn & fmir bit of Avstralis, and I would love to come back one day
and vigit all the places I have never seen and revisit all those I have come
to like so very much — llke Adclaide. I have learnt a great deal obout this
countey, the "Aussie way of life" end the "strange" langusge spoken "Down
Under”.

Mrs. Switala's English class was doing a unit of work on

Multiculturalism and one ¢f their activities involved
interviewing students from Mr., Rivers' E.S.L. class who were
recent arrivals in Bustralia. The students prepared a list

of questions such as what difficulties they faced when they
firat arrived, their first impressions and reasons for ccming
to Australia,

It was an excellent gpportunity for both groups of students to
appreciate and comprehend alternate lifestyles and life
experiences other than his/her own. Scme of the students
spoke many different languages and came from a variety of
different backgrounds including Cambodian, Lebanese, Chinese,
Greek, Vietnamese and Polish.

Below is a sample of some of the persconal responses of the
students who conducted the interviews:-

"I was surprised when I found out that it was hard tc be
accepted into a country.... the person I interviewed was
stuck in a refugee camp in Thailand for seven years...."

"I found out that (he) is not very happy as he finds it
hard to make friends and have a normal life in Australia".

"Before I did this assignment I was fairly against Asians
coming to Australia and didn't really like them. I
understand now, how they feel and what some of them have
been through, but I wish they could be a let more friendly
and not keep to themselves as much."

"To come from ancther country should not make a perscn
less of a human being than a person from Australia.

"I can't imagine myself in Khim's place. Khim escaped
from Cambodia at night in a small boal. If they were
caught they would be shot or tortured."

"In Australia we have wider choice of foed and clothing
but in Poland these are very limited and expensive. You
have to line up in gueues for everything - bread, milk or
shoes. Mothers and grandmothers spend most of their day
in lipes. When shoes are available in shops people just
buy, regardless of the colour or size because 1t may be a
long time bafore shoes are in the shops again and you can
always find someone with that size shoe."

"The thing that I learnt from this interview is that
you're always heaps better off than lots and lots of other
people. I have always thought that its nice to see all
different kinds of naticnalities in Australia. I think if
we were all Rustralian, it would be boring."

"I have learned that we should give them a fair go at the
Australian way of life and let them adapt te it naturally.
We should not try to'make them prove that they can be like

us Australians."

"Before 1 started this assignment 1 thoughtf ‘that Asians
had it easy when they arrived here, but now I know they
have a lot of troubles like prejudice and trying to cope
with the change of the environment and money
problems. ... trouble mixing with ARustralians and trying tc

learn to speak English". 40 o
