In the beginning there was a rumour., A new school uwas
tno be built. UWe could attend it rather than Henley,
Findon or Thebarten. It was to be called Underdale.
By late 1964, the rumour had acgquired bricks. Fforms
were sant out; filled in; enrolments accepted. Every-
thing secemed ready. In February 1865, Underdale High
would fly cpen its doors.

There was just one little problem. In January 183BLH,
the building didn't have any doors. It was just a
shell, sitting in a sea of weeds; an unfinished,
unbeautiful =shell at that. Underdale High would
opan, naot in the weedpatch of LGarden Terrsce, but st
Kidman Park Girls' Tech (which was also opening for
the first time and had completed huildings, even if
its "gval" locked like a bemb site and came with its
pwn derelict house).

tS50 it was. On Day One, & gaggle of about 150 students
met the six or seven staf{ members at Lthe wesbtern-end
doors of KPGTHS., We were divides into alphabetical
groups, given a test aend sent home at lunch time. High
. School looked quite goodl

Jay Two and pur whole school life was set. Clssses uwere
redivided.  The test had counted. 1A did Latin, French
and History; 18, French and History and so on. There

was no cheice and no assumption that we might be intereste
in mapping oul our own futures,

As there were so few teachers, we had some for @ number
of subject=s. The Headmaster,Mr Tiller, taught Maths,
Latin and Science. Many of us learned to dread his
"black-suit days" when tests abounded., Less than full
marks in some meant doing them again after school. 1
was often working late!
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Our classes were on one floor of the school. {(Fraterniza-
tion with the Kidman girls was frowned wpon (but happened
anyway, especially in that derelict house). PE happened
once a week - the whole school descending on the Primary
School's oval near Kooyonga Golf Course. Tech Studies

was done by boys only, at Seaton Boys'. lle spent the
whole afternoon on, and waiting for, buses. For Art and
Science, we invaded the other floors of the school. (Pre-
sumably, the girls were safely out of sight]).

Classes were competitive. In mine, at least, reports e
told parents where a student finished in the class; fine ﬂQb‘%?ﬁ
for the top few; very disheartsning for the rasst. Every Aﬁﬁ%@kﬁg”
subject was examined every term, and results were placed ‘“‘ﬁ%m%%ﬁ}

on the blackboard, Failure {(in Latin, less than 920%) uwas
very public and humiliating. Despite this, we liked most
of our teachers and an outcry arose when Mt Tiller was
replaced at the end of 1887.

In the first year, a unifeorm was adopted., Red and black
blazers, qgrey and more grey, ties, hats, berets, badges
and black leather shoes. One teacher actually inspected
the shoes to ensure that they were properly cleaned. When
long hair became fashionable, boys had to have it serutin-
ised by a committee to see that it was neat. On very hot
days, liberal teachers, generally those who didn't make

us stand when they entered the room, might allow us to
take our ties off. We had to wear them to exams. GCirls,
of course, only wore their ties in winter,

Headers {otherwise krpwn of as Prefects) were elected. as
were house and class captains.

The school acquires a motte - Integrity - amd a scheool
hymn te be sung at very frequent asemblies. At first,
there was one every day, at which notices were read out. i
We then went straight off to lessons. Dur hymn was short, 3
Kidman's lang. At shared assemblies, the contrast was %:
comical.

The first drama nights, choir nights, socizls and speech
nights, were held, At a social, a young female French
teacher was reportedly seen heading upstairs with a young
man. Rumours flew, but he turned out to be her fiance.
Many of the boys were in love with her; most of the girls
with him, It seemed terribly romantic.

We competed in the inter-scheool athletics. The whole
school went to Kensingtom and was still smaller than
some school's athletic teams. A very humiliating war-
cry was practised, Other schools had fancy, embroidered
flags; we had a cardboard sign. Most people had never
heard of us, We did surprisingly well.

Late in 1965, the great moment cccurred, The whole shool
emptied its lockers, took to its bikes and rode to Underdale.
We moved in. The building had doors, but was still sur-
rounded by weeds. There was no canteen, and no portables.
Over the years, the parents and friends tamed the wilderness,
capped the well built cricket pitches, made ovals and laid
tennis courts. The canteen was built and we made a hockey
plteh that was almest level. HNo longer did visiting hockey
teams have to scrub mod off; nor could footbsll and soft-
ball matches be won by losing balls in the weeds or the
celery patch, By 1868, the schoe) looked more normal,

and was perhaps a little duller.

School was fum, but always demanding.

After all, how many of today's students have been told to
clean their shoe marks off the wall, using their handkerchiefs?

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THE ASTRONOMY CLUB

1989 has heen a very busy year for the Astronomy Club.
Some of ouT members attended a weekend seminar on Astron-
omy at the South Rustralian Institute of Technology,

Frome Road Campus. JInteresting lecture topics included
"Comets", "The Size of the Universe" and "The History of
Astronomy and Telescopes". UWe also participated in an

exciting "star party", organized by the President of the
South Australian Astronomized Association, where most of
our members viewed Saturn and Jupiter through a number

of different telescopes. A proposed visit to the Stockport
Observatoery was unfortunately cancelled due to the poor
weather. e hope this visit will still go ahead later

when the skigs are clearer,

Telescope production has heen our greatest activity to such
an extent tht we have had to introduce a roster system for
the use of the grinding and polishing machines. John Kiejko
and Alex Princi have finished cutting out their mirror blanks
and are now in the fine grinding stage.

We lost a valued club member when Volcan Evcl transferred
ta Hallet Cove. His mirror is being completed by

Adrian Vesnaver. UWe thank Paul Zoumis for cobtaining

for us large quantities of thick glass suitable for

mirror blanks, This has considerably cut doun the costs
of producing our own mirrors. {Qur new diamond treparring
equipment has been completed and is now in operation.

This machine has reduced the time needed to cut our mirror
blanks. Last year we obtained a lens generator using funds
from our Secondary Educational Technology Grant. This has
been modified and restored and is now able to rough out
the concave shape on the mirror blanks much faster than
tafore.

The first of our fihreglass telescope tubes has been com-
pleted using the moulds that the Club constructed last
year, We have also made progress with the development
of our high vacuum equipment.

Students at Years 1l and 12 levels actively participated in the
state-wide Mock Trial Competition run by the Law Society of South
Australia; which succeeds in its aim of showing, in a practieal
way, how to apply the theory students learn about our lecal svstem.

The trials were against other high school and college teams and the
competitions were conducted separatelvy for Years 10/11 and Year 12.
Teams allernated with prosecution and defence roles and no details
were given of the opposition's case. Alwavs there were 'twists' to
contend with, which meant that team members quickly learnt to "think
on their feet", C(Cross-examination of witnesses was scary - no wit-
ness knowing what would be asked - and barristers learnt to “"close
in for the kill",

Real-life lawyers were appointed as coaches - we thank especially
Mr Miles Crawley of Moody Rossi & Company who gave so willingly and
genercusly of his time to our ¥r 1l teams; and our ¥r 12 coach -
Miss Maria Panagiotodis, from the Prosecutions Branch of the Attorney
General's Department, who coached the ¥r 12's so well thev contested
the Grand Final against St Mary's College, Adelaide,

Both coaches realistically presented court room techniques to the
students and staff, combatting successfully the more exagaerated
ideas gained by most from the television/film versions of trials!

Despite a 'no show of judge' for one Yr 11 trial, (&nd would you

believe it, im the next round, for a ¥Yr 12 triaD, our ¥Yr 11 team
were not knocked out until Round 3, leaving the prize money for

the ¥r 10/11 competition to other schocls this time.

All of the team members conducted themselves with credit whether
hosting the event (when prosecuting) or travelling to other schools
{(when defending), and staff accompanying them were proud of their
standard of presentation and behaviour at all times.

The Grand Final of the ¥r 12 competition was held in the splendid
old Supreme Court Number Two which was very exciting., Knowing
the awesome proportions of the place, the team 'booked' in for a
three-quarter hour “"familiarisation and exploration" excursion a
week before the trial.

Our team performed impeccably - we won the case for the Proscecu-
tion - not an easy task - but lost the competition by the nar-
rowest of margins, one point! Thus St Mary's College are proudly
displaying the handsome engraved silver ice-bucket trophy donated
by T5A Maritime Pty Ltd as a perpetual trophy, and the silver gob-
let which they keep.
